2022-2023  Subscriptions are due for Penrith and District Beekeepers Association (PDBKA)   from 1st January 2022.

Partners: For Beekeeper’s Partners who are actively involved in beekeeping £13.50.
This provides Public Liability Insurance but the BBKA newsletter is not included. 
 

The rate for non-beekeepers, or those who wish to be a member of PDBKA but do not require BBKA Membership/ Insurance cover: £18
These members also have the additional option of Country Membership : £13
This includes £3 CBKA Membership). You will receive the BBKA News magazine monthly, attend  BBKA and CBKA events and enter the BBKA Training programme. You will also be a voting member of CBKA and receive County publications via the branch secretary.  
 
Membership Renewal:  To ensure continuity of registration with *BBKA and *BDI Insurance, prior to the commencement of the summer season, members are advised to renew their membership before or during January but by 4th March at the latest.  (* see page 4 for further details about BBKA & BDI )
PDBKA is required to comply with the General Data Protection Regulations which were introduced in May 2018. In order to allow us to use your contact details for administrative purposes, it is essential that you sign the box on the application form which indicates that you have agreed to the ‘Terms and Conditions of Membership’. Unless you do this, PDBKA is  unable to pass on your details to BBKA/CBKA/ and other members for participation in the bee buddy schemes and other group activities. 
The Membership Application form can be returned either by post or scanned and attached to an E mail. 
To make the payment of subscriptions more convenient, PDBKA is offering different payment options: cash; cheques; BACs. See further information on the form attached.  Due to the introduction of bank charges for processing cheques, we would prefer you to make your payment by BACs with your name as reference.
Receipts:  These are now issued electronically through the BBKA/BDI data base. Those not on E mail will continue to receive hard copies by post.  
Additional Member Benefits 2022:  PDBKA will continue to explore opportunities to  purchase equipment and treatments in bulk and offer discounts to members.

	*Brood Diseases Insurance (through BDI Ltd) covers beekeepers for losses arising from disease.  This insurance is available at Branch level only, meaning that if a branch opts in then all members must obtain cover.  This branch has opted in, and the £2 basic premium has been added to your membership fee.
Although there is now an option to increase your cover during the season, it is helpful if you try to  anticipate the number of colonies that you are likely to have during the season and opt for the appropriate level of cover when you renew.   If you have more colonies than you have paid the premium for and a  disease issue occurs,  then none of your hives will be covered.
